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SUNBRELLA STAIN CHART & CLEANING GUIDE

This chart contains our recommended cleaning methods of Sunbrella® fabric for common stains.
For best cleaning results, stains should be cleaned as soon as they occur. Set-in stains may require professional cleaning.
After cleaning with the below solutions, always rinse fabric thoroughly.

Combine 1/4 cup dishwashing
liquid and 1/2 cup - 1 cup white
vinegar per 1 gallon water.

One of the best ways to keep Sunbrella® fabrics looking good is to brush off dirf before it becomes
embedded in the fabrics and wipe up spills or clean soon after a stain occurs. The quicker you clean
spills and stains, the easier they can be to remove.

Try this first... With a new spill or stain on your Sunbrella fabric.

Blot (don’t rub) liquid spills with a clean, dry cloth. For oil-based spills, apply an absorbent such as
cornflour, then remove with a straight edge.

Spray on a mild cleaning solution of soap (such as washing up liquid) and water.

Rinse the fabric thoroughly to remove all soap residue.

Air dry.

Try this next... If your first iry doesn’t get the stain completely out.

Hand Washing

Machine Washing

Some removable casings can be washed in the washing machine, however consult the furniture
manufacturer before removing the casing as cushion construction may vary. To wash, first close alll
zippers. Machine wash in cold water on the delicate cycle with normal amounts of mild laundry

allowing the cleaning solution to soak into the fabric. Rinse thoroughly to remove all soap residue and
allow falbric to air dry.

Mold and mildew stains
Sunbrella fabrics do not promote mildew growth, however, mildew may grow on dirt and other
foreign substances if not removed from the fabric. To remove mould or mildew:

and allow to soak into the fabric for 15 minutes. Clean entire surface area with a sponge, clean towel
or very soft bristle brush. Rinse thoroughly to remove all soap residue. Air dry. For severe mold/mildew
growth, bleach quantities may be increased.

For severe mould/mildew growth, bleach quantities may be increased.
It is best to clean the entire surface area of the fabric to avoid water rings and stains.

Helpful Hints

Avoid scrubbing, hard bristle brushes or any other abrasive cleaning method.

Sunbrella should only be allowed to air dry.

Protect the area around your Sunbrella fabric when using bleach or other chemical solvents that
may discolor non-Sunbrella fabrics. Always rinse Sunbrella thoroughly.

If fabric has some wrinkling, use an iron on the synthetic setting. As iron temperatures may vary, first
test a small inconspicuous area before ironing the enfire piece.

DO NOT use a steamer or iron set to steam setting.
